Objectives:
o to improve reading comprehension and literary

competence

« to encourage speaking via personal involvement
o to initiate discussions on human relationships

o to use vocabulary of adjectives describing emotions
o to motivate students to read English literary texts

Step 1 - Warm-up

Students work in pairs, they are given six key words or
expressions from the text of the short story as well as its
title and they are asked to figure out what the story is go-
ing to be about.

The key words are: hotel, umbrella, hotel owner, Amer-
ican wife, Italy

Step 2 - Jigsaw reading

The short story is cut up into six passages and students
work in pairs or groups of threes to rearrange them into
the correct order. Passage Ifinishes with the sentence
“Across the square in the doorway of the café a waiter
stood looking out at the empty square.”
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Passage 2 starts with the sentence: “The American wife
stood at the window looking out” Passage 3 starts with
the sentence “He stood behind his desk in the far end of
the dim room.”

Passage 4 starts with “They went back along the gravel
path and passed in the door”

Passage 5 starts with “Wonder where it went to, he said,
resting his eyes from reading”

Passage 6, the last passage of the text, starts with “Oh,
shut up and get something to read, George said.”

Step 3 - Reading Comprehension:

Students are asked to read the following sentences and
decide whether they are true or false.

1. The two Americans stayed in an Italian hotel.

2. The woman asked the chef to bring her some
dinner.
Their room was on the third floor.
The hotel owner was a young and short man.
The husband did not leave the hotel room.
The maid brought the cat to the American woman.

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Step 4 - Multiple-choice questions:

Students work in pairs. They are asked to choose the
best ending for the following sentence halves.

Step 6 - Discussion questions:

Students work in pairs and are asked to discuss the
following questions, after this pair work can be followed
by class discussion.

How would you describe the relationship of the wife
and the husband?

Is the cat found at the end of the story the same as the
cat seen by the wife from the window at the beginning of
the story?

What does the wife want to change in her life and why?

In what ways are the wife and the cat alike?

Step 7 - Role play

Students are divided into pairs and are asked to act out
two short scenes. In Scene 1 Student A takes the role of
the wife and Student B the role of a therapist. Then they
are asked to change roles and perform Scene 2, where
Student A becomes the therapist and Student B the
husband. They are asked to act out an appointment at the
therapist.

Role cards:

Scene 1:

Student A: You are the American wife and you have
decided to talk about your marriage problems to a
therapist. Tell him/her all the things you are not satisfied
with and ask him/her for advice about how you could
change these things.

Student B: You are a therapist and you deal with
marriage problems. You have a patient, an American
wife, who has turned to you for advice. Ask her as many
questions as you can about her life.

Scene 2:

Student A: You are a therapist and you deal with
marriage problems. You have a patient, an American
husband, who has tuned to you for advice. Ask him as
many questions as you can about his life.

Student B: You are the American husband and you
have decided to talk about your marriage problems to a
therapist. Tell him/her all the things you are not satisfied
with and ask him/her for advice about how you could
change these things.

Step 8 - Setting homework

Students are asked to write a short essay (100-120
words). They can choose from the following tasks:

Before Going to Italy. Write a short essay about what
happened with the American couple before they went to
Italy.

What Happened Next? Write a short essay about how
the story of the American wife and husband continued
after the cat was found.

The Wife and the Husband. Write a short essay about
how you evaluate the feelings and behaviour of the Ame-
rican woman and man.

Notes to the teacher:

Ernest Hemingway is one of the greatest authors of
American literature, primarily known as a novelist as
well as a short story writer. His style is unique because
of his minimalism, his short sentences are very clear,
concentrated, however, the meaning in the background
is more complex. His style is very disciplined and from
a linguistic point of view, easy to understand, which is



a useful feature to be exploited in the EFL classroom.
The advantages of using a literary text in the language
class have been discussed many times. The above lesson
plan is another practical example of the benefits of
using literature for both teaching a foreign language and
presenting cultural, literary and aesthetic values.

Cat in the Rain is one of the most frequently discussed
short stories of Hemingway. Just like almost all of his short
stories, it is very easy to read; therefore the careless reader
often misses the deeper meanings. The main characters
are an American married couple, who stay in a hotel in
Italy, though the reason of their stay remains unrevealed
during the story. It can be suspected that they have serious
problems with their marriage, the most striking one is
their inability or failure to communicate with each other.

The wife notices a cat from the window and decides to
rescue the cat from the rain. The cat is lonely, vulnerable,
unfortunate and afraid, just like her. The woman is staring
out of the window as if she was waiting for some hope or
change, which actually she recognizes, when she notices
some light at the end of the story. The husband, George,
is reading during the whole story, he does not leave the
room and does not even stand up to help the wife. Though
he offers help, he does not stop reading and does not move.

The primary goal of the above lesson plan is to improve
reading comprehension, in addition, it practices adjectives
describing feelings and inner characteristic features and
finally gives the chance to students to practice them orally,
in a role play, and eventually as for homework in a written
form.
